√ Commemorative tree in the middle with seat 
at the side, by the village sign. 

Flower containers by the seat, maintained by 
active local Residents Association. 

No boundary restriction to access. 

Local Significance 
Demonstrably special to a local community 
and holds a particular local significance, for 

example because of its beauty, historic 
significance, recreational value (including as a 

playing field), tranquility or richness of its 
wildlife. 

 

√ 

Historically significant as well as recreational 
use. 

Small area of tranquillity in the middle of the 
terraced houses. 

 

Size, Scale 
Local in character and is not an extensive 

tract of land. 

 

√ 

Size of a tennis court.
